Embodied Collection/Embodied Knowledge: The Cross-Cultural Dance Resources Collection at ASU School of Dance

Cross-Cultural Dance Resources (CCDR) Collection, recently gifted to the School of Dance at ASU, is a hybrid collection (library, archives, museum)
dedicated to the preservation, investigation, and production of dance in cultural context. Throughout its thirty-year history, CCDR has collected print,
archival papers, audio-visual materials, and objects of material culture related to dance, including: masks, headdresses, textiles, costumes, dolls, and
over 250 musical instruments. The mission of the Collection is holistic, composed not only of dance resources but those from allied fields of the arts
and academic inquiry. Central to its vision is the understanding that dance is a human universal and that movement communicates much about who
we are, where we live, and how we connect to the landscape and one another. Elsie Dunin outlines the history of the CCDR Collection, situating it
within the academic community it serves and framing its relevance beyond. Pegge Vissicaro reports on the effectiveness of the Collection as a resource
embedded within a department, where students, faculty, guest artists, and staff are in direct contact. Christopher Miller presents future trajectories,
including the Collection’s integration into a vibrant digital environment and as the foundation for work towards motion-based information query,
access, performance, and regeneration.

Many teens
seek out volunteer positions to build job experience or enhance a college application. However, not all teen volunteer opportunities are structured the
same as a job and teens may not acquire the real experience they need to get a job. The From Volunteer to Employee program simulates the job
search, offering teens experience in filling out an application, going through an interview process, and learning the responsibilities of a new “job.”
While they build their job skills and customer service skills, they also build self confidence. At the completion of the volunteer session, teens participate
in an interview and resume writing workshop. This presentation will show you how you can structure a teen volunteer program to give your volunteers
the edge they need to succeed and provide your library with a highly skilled and very affordable workforce.

Street is the artery connecting the hearts and souls of flashy divas, transvestites and street-walkers, like Valentine, "one of the girls who decorated Van
Buren Street like an ornament dangling precariously on a Christmas tree," in Stella Pope Duarte's award-winning story collection, WOMEN WHO LIVE
IN COFFEE SHOPS AND OTHER STORIES. Other characters remain hidden, invisible to those who don't seek them out--bag ladies, illegals, and addicts.
Set against a backdrop of seedy motels and dilapidated houses next to industrial buildings and railroad tracks, many of the stories feature young
people who know too much, too soon. An eight-year-old girl, with the help of a hooker, finally meets the addict father she has never known. A boy falls
to his death and though his older brother is blamed, young Sarita isn't sure her fourth-grade classmate was responsible and sets out to learn the truth.
And two children, unbeknownst to their parents, befriend a suspected child molester. Duarte's stories capture the charm and wisdom of Phoenix's own
'Street Society.

What to expect at the session: Objectives: Award-winning children’s author and long-time ASU science magazine editor and writer Conrad J. Storad
provides his unique perspective on presenting non-fiction to young readers. The session is a beginner’s guide for teachers and parents who work with
young readers, both the enthusiastic and reluctant variety. Content: Storad shares some of his methods for getting young readers “turned on” to non-
fiction material, some using new multi media technology and some with plain good old fashioned story telling techniques. It is NOT a session on how to
get a children’s book published. Storad’s emphasis is on how to present factual material in an entertaining manner for a reading audience of 5 to 8 year
olds, especially the young boys whose preference is to avoid the library and books of any kind. Non fiction does not have to equal "boring."
Presentation: Participants will complete at least one short writing exercise. Brief discussion will follow. Handouts are provided. The session concludes
with an animated reading of "Rattlesnake Rules," Storad’s newest picture book released in January 2010. "Big Mama," a 4-foot rattlesnake puppet, will
make an appearance to help share facts and answer questions. Autographed copies of the book will go to several lucky attendees.

The Candy Bombers: The Untold Story of the Berlin Airlift and America's Finest Hour

"The Candy Bombers" is a remarkable story with great implications for our time. It is tells the tale of the ill-assorted group of castoffs and second-
stringers who not only saved millions of desperate people from a dire threat, but changed how the world viewed the United States — setting in motion
the chain of events that would ultimately lead to the dismantling of the Berlin Wall and America's victory in the Cold War. In telling the story of "The
Candy Bombers" to your residents, Andrei Cherny recalls the world of the 1940s and takes the audience along as American pilots, with only a few small
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rickety planes, manage to feed and supply west Berlin completely by air for nearly a year and as an ordinary American pilot from Southern Arizona
shows that acts of basic human kindness can send powerful ripples through the course of history. "The Candy Bombers" has been called "exciting,
inspiring, and wonderfully-written" by Walter Isaacson, like "Stephen Ambrose at his best" by historian Douglas Brinkley, and "everything one could
want from a work of history — engrossing, informative and stirring" by the Washington Post Express. Andrei Cherny and "The Candy Bombers" have
been featured on ABC World News Tonight, The Colbert Report, CNN, Fox News, and NPR. "The Candy Bombers" is the untold story of the unlikely men
who came together in one of the great military and humanitarian successes of American history.
